THERMAWRAP 8 should be used for the purpose for which it is intended ie. as a Reflective Insulation and Vapour Barrier. After delivery it 

should be stored in a dry place, free from rain or the elements. The material is not designed to be left exposed to direct sunlight or the weather 

for an extended period of time. During the construction process, whilst quite durable the material should be covered by roof or wall cladding as 

soon as possible. Alkaline products such as wet concrete may cause damage to the material and contact with these products and this 

insulation, should be avoided.
